celebrating its Golden Jubilee.  The 25th Anni-
versary of TLCA was remembered by the old tim-
ers like me. Seeing the celebration of TLCA’s 50th
anniversary has been a very gratifying experi-
ence. Also, I had the distinct honor of serving
TLCA in many different capacities, including that
of its Presidency – just about the turn of the cen-
tury.  Organizations’ survival depends on the
service(s) they provide to its membership. Cater-
ing to the needs of the local Telugu speaking
members has been the key to its survival and
continuous growth.

I would like to reminisce several of the land-
marks that TLCA has established over the last
twenty-five years. Increase in the participation
of more members in the activities takes the first
place. Moving their operations and programs to
a professional auditorium (Flushing Hindu Temple
Auditorium) from local school auditoriums is an-
other step in the right direction. Participation of
well-known dignitaries from Indian political and
cinema fields has continued in a bigger way.
Children’s participation has always been given
preference and much more so in the last several
years. It is not surprising to see more than forty
young kids on the stage in performances of dif-
ferent kinds which has become routine.

Lot more active youth participation has
become the key to bring the next generation
into the Telugu fold. Active participation in pro-
grams of their own has brought new vigor into
TLCA, despite the problem of not being able to
read or write Telugu language. Skits, fashion
shows and similar activities have brought them
together and form new groups and conduct in-
dependent programs under the TLCA banner
quite apart from the major programs during the
calendar year.

In the last few years, the Trustees have taken
on the responsibility of securing a permanent

building for TLCA. They have  collected a sizable
amount towards this goal. Hope TLCA would have
its own building before the year is over. The Ex-
ecutive committee and their activities would ben-
efit from this. Many of our current members are in
parts of New York city and parts of Nassau and
Suffolk counties in Long Island. Many of our older
generation members in New Jersey have found
local organizations in in their area. We cooper-
ate with them during times of need. We wish them
the very best.

Arranging competitions in games, dance,
singing and other activities for all age groups has
become a routine yearly practice. The participa-
tion of children is the most important component.
Participation of Children of ages less, sometimes
less  than four years is noteworthy in the latest set
of competitions (2021) in reciting telugu poems.

Politics are generally around any organiza-
tion. With the advent of the separation of the
Andhra Pradesh and Telangana a few years ago,
has had its influence on the Telugu associations
in New York and elsewhere in the US and Canada.

“Survival of the fittest” is a well-known and
well-established statement in biological sciences.
TLCA, the oldest Telugu organization in North
America has survived the first 50 years – I am cer-
tain it will see the 100th Anniversary and beyond.
May God almighty be with all of us in wishing
TLCA a very long and fruitful life, serving the Telugu
speaking people of NY, NJ and Connecticut.

The Telugu Youth of TLCA are its strength and
hope and I expect them to lead this wonderful
organization through the generations to come.

other words, if a 20-year-old time traveler were to travel 50 years to the future, the traveler
would remain 20 years old instead of being 70 years old. Currently, in the 21st century, we lack
both the technology and the knowledge to achieve time travel. But, what if we had the
technology and the knowledge? Would we finally be able to time travel? Unfortunately, even if
we had the technology and knowledge, time travel is logically not possible. Let me explain to
you the logical fallacies in time traveling and a few possible solutions that can solve these
fallacies.

The first fallacy of time travel that comes into any physicist’s mind when we talk about
time travel is the Grandfather Paradox. This paradox is pretty simple to understand. Let’s say you
possessed a time machine. If you were to travel back in time and kill your grandfather, then
your dad or mom wouldn’t have been born. In that case, you wouldn’t have been born. This is
where the paradox lies; you can’t travel back in time because you were never born, which
means your grandfather is still alive, but you killed him so he shouldn’t be alive. See the paradox?
How can a person be alive and dead at the same time? How can a person go back in time if
they never existed in the first place? First proposed by French journalist and science fiction
writer Rene Barjavel in 1943, this paradox has since become the backbone of physics and
philosophy involving time travel. This paradox is even the pillar of the Back to the Future movie
franchise. But is this the only paradox that is associated with time travel? 

Unfortunately, there is another paradox associated with time travel; and this paradox is
called the Bootstrap paradox. This paradox, like the paradox above, is also pretty simple to
understand. Let’s say I took all the books in the Harry Potter series, and I traveled back in time
and gave the books to JK Rowling before she published the first Harry Potter book. JK Rowling
then goes on to publish all the works that I gave her. But the question that emerges in such a
situation is “From where did the Harry Potter books originate from?” It’s not JK Rowling because
she copied your work, but it’s not you either because you took the books back in time before
they were created. In this situation, the Harry Potter books would have no origin, hence the
Bootstrap Paradox. Robert A. Heinlein, a famous scientific author, popularized this fallacy in his
book By His Bootstraps (1941). In this book, the main character encounters this same fallacy by
traveling back in time. This paradox appeared in many movies, including the famous film 12
Monkeys. This paradox has also been a topic of discussion between many theorists and
physicians. In fact, many other paradoxes branched off from the Bootstrap paradox, which is
the Predestination paradox

The Predestination Paradox, which gained popularity in 1996 with the show Star Trek, is a
paradox that originated from the Bootstrap Paradox mentioned above, but this paradox is a
little different. The Predestination paradox states that any person traveling back in time would
become a part of the past events and even if that person tries to alter history, the outcome that
is supposed to happen would be inevitable. The Predestination paradox argues that history is

Time travel has always been a convoluted topic among

physicists. Physicists describe time travel as a phenomenon where
the time traveler either travels forward or backward in the time
continuum without experiencing any effects on the traveler’s body. In
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already prewritten, and anything changed will eventually lead to the same outcome. This is
different from the Bootstrap paradox in that in the Presedsination paradox, things that have
been altered have a clear origin point, which is not the case in the Bootstrap Paradox. 

These are a few philosophical fallacies associated with time-traveling; but even from a
mathematical standpoint, time-traveling would be impossible. This is shown in Einstein’s Theory
of Relativity, specifically Time Dilation. Einstein stated that time moves relative to the observer,
which means that a person in motion would experience time slower and therefore age slower.
Einstein came up with an equation for time dilation and argued that nothing can move at the
speed of light or faster because then time would be undefined with the given equation, which is
impossible because we experience the effects of time every day.  

But, if there is a problem, there has to be a solution. That is the way how the universe
works. In fact, there are a few possible solutions that try to correct these fallacies of time traveling,
and one of them is called the Novikov Self-Consistency Principle, developed by Russian physicist
Igor Novikov in the 1980s. This principle states that if someone were to travel back in time and
change the past, then that event happening would be zero, and therefore the probability of the
paradox happening would be zero. With this principle, everything I’ve stated above would be
corrected. But, the problem with this principle is that it restricts what someone could do once
they travel back in time. It creates a scenario where you would just witness the past and relive it,
but you won’t be able to do anything about it. Another possible solution for these paradoxes is
that whenever we change the past, the universe splits in two and a parallel universe is created.
The problem with this solution is that parallel universes already seem unlikely because of quantum
physics laws, so the probability of a parallel universe existing is very slim. Finally, there is another
solution that involves quantum physics. This is called Quantum Superposition, and this law has
worked with electrons and other subatomic particles. Basically, Quantum Superposition in this
context means if history was altered, then there would be two events happening in the same
universe that would both be existent. The problem with this solution is that there is scientific
evidence saying that Quantum Superposition happening for time is impossible, which rules out
this solution as well.

In summation, time-traveling has many philosophical and mathematical barriers, which
would make time travel impossible. But, physicists learn something new in physics every day.
Maybe there are exceptions in Einstein’s Theory of Relativity. Maybe we will find conclusive
evidence to support any of the solutions I’ve listed above. Maybe not being able to time travel is
beneficial for us, after all, we don’t want it to fall into the hands of the wrong person. Or maybe
time travel would change the way our society works and improve our lifestyle by a lot. The
possibilities are endless. But right now, even before we consider the philosophical and
mathematical barriers of time travel, we must have sufficient technology to even get close to
such a feat

Golden Jubilee
celebration is a remarkable
milestone for the Telugu
Literary and Cultural
Association (TLCA). Not
many community
organizations have
achieved this milestone.
CONGRATULATIONS to
everybody in TLCA who
made this happen with
passion and dedication.

Indeed, for a
community based ethnic
organization like the TLCA,
to have survived for five
decades despite its humble
beginnings with only about 200 Telugu families
when it began. My involvement with TLCA
began as soon as I arrived in New York city as
a new immigrant in 1974. When I joined TLCA
Dr. Bandaru Sivarama Reddy garu was the
President, Dr. Kakarla Subbarao was the Vice-
President and Dr. Guthikonda Ravindranath
was the Secretary. They were the visionaries
for TLCA who had set clear goals and paved
the way for launching the Telugu Association
of North America (TANA) in 1977 at the national
level.  Dr.Kakarla  Subbarao Rao garu who
besides being a Radiologist, was a Telugu
writer himself. He passed away recently and
will be sadly missed by many of his admirers. I
had the privilege of working closely with him,
as TLCA Secretary.  Later, his wife, Kakarla
Lakshmi garu became TLCA Treasurer during
my term as President in 1977-78.

I served TLCA organization in various roles
as Life member, Secretary, Vice-President and
President until my relocation to Houston, Texas
in August 1981, leaving behind good friends
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like Dr. Cherukupalli Nehru,
late Dama Venkaiah garu,
Guthikonda Ravindranath
and Tipirneni Tirumala Rao
and others, with whom I still
keep in touch. .

TLCA provided me
and my family a purpose
and social network of good
friends in my newly
adopted country. My wife,
Lakshmi and British born
daughters Monica and
Amanda, then sti l l
teenagers, took part in
various TLCA programs.
Even though, it was

estimated that a thousand Telugu families lived
in the tristate area, our mailing list contained
only about 200 addresses. It was a small
community scattered across three different
States. Usually, one TLCA function was held in
New Jersey to satisfy the members from New
Jersey who always  complained for having to
pay the tolls for crossing the bridges and
tunnels.to come to TLCA functions in New York
city.

Even though TLCA was incorporated in
1971, tax-exempt status was not obtained till
1977 until I made it a priority during my term. I
remember taking a day off from work with loss
of pay, and travelled to the IRS office in Edison,
New Jersey to apply for the Tax-Exempt status.

Also, for the first time, we got Telugu
calendars printed in Tenali. Air-India helped
bring them to JFK, free of cost, but the bundle
got lost in transit and arrived 3 months late.
The real climax was when the customs at JFK
impounded them thinking the pictures in
calendar were somewhat pornographic. I had
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to go and explain to the customs about our
Telugu customs and culture in order to get the
calendars released.

Also, during my time, TLCA and the
Bharathi Society of America collaborated for
the first time in an all-day celebration of
Thyagaraja,s birth Day which was held on
Feb.4, 1978 in PS-175, Rego Park, Queens. Main
attractions of that program were participation
by Prof. John Higgins Bhagavathar of Canada,
Vocal and Trichi Sankaran from India on
Mridangam.

During my time, TLCA also presented a
Telugu drama in Washington D.C., on the
platform of the Greater Washington Telugu
Cultural Society (GWTCS) at their invitation.

Another first
was staging of a scene called “KARNA” a one-
act play from a mythological operatic style
drama called “ Pandava Udyoga Vijayamu”
written by the famous Tirupathi  Venkata Kavulu
during the celebration of the birth of Andhra
Pradesh on November 12,1977.  Smt. Bahrathi
Venugopal, Muthoju Chari and Dama
Venkaiah garu played key roles, The play was
directed by Yerraguntala Raghunath Rao garu
ably supported by Dr. Varanasi Prasad.

Her hair was a mess, her eyes looked like she
didn’t sleep for days and was extremely tired,
and she looked as thin as a twig. 

I immediately showed my mom how I
wanted to give this box of food to the kids.

she had through her eyes. She looked at me
as if I was her hero but all I thought was that I
was helping one in need. 

As I got back onto the train, I waved
the children goodbye. The train started moving
and I felt the cool air on my face while
departing the station. I continuously thought
about the smile that I put on the faces of the
children and the joy that filled my heart. I didn’t
understand why I was so happy about doing
such a small thing.

After a while, as I continued to stare out
the window, I remembered how those moments
were gone. That joy only lasted for a bit but I
liked that feeling and didn’t want it to vanish. I
started thinking about how there could be more
people like the group of children I saw. Those
people could be in worse conditions. Later that
night, I stared at the stars in the sky and I
realized that I was the privileged one; I have
the responsibility to help others improve their
situation and prosper where they have equal
opportunities and are equally advantaged. I
want the people around me to smile and be
happy, and I would love it even more if I was
the cause of that smile. On that morning, I sat
in the train to reach a destination where I would
be surrounded by people that would make me
smile. However, this train let me approach a
different destination; the destination of where
smiles come from and how I could be a part
of bringing them.
